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Secretary’s Scribble  Car Tips 

This month weôre got some driving 

tips from the 1917 Englemanôs Auto-

craft. 

The spark lever is to be retarded 

whenever the motor labors or pounds.  

In driving whenever there is a heavy 

load and the motor does not seem to 

run smoothly, retard the spark. 

Tires last twice as long on a car that 

is driven at fifteen miles an hour as 

they do upon cars that are driven at 

thirty miles an hour. 

When driving in heavy sand deflate 

the tires, but not to a degree danger-

ous to the rim.  Pump up the tires im-

mediately after passing through sandy 

stretch. 

When driving in soft clay do not de-

flate tires.  Use loose chains. 

Continued driving in one line or spot 

quickly eats through the top dressing 

of the macadam road and wears the 

hole or rut in the body of the best 

road.  This is difficult damage to 

patch without renovating almost the 

entire roadway and motorists should 

be glad to cooperate to this extent in 

keeping good the better highway.  Do 

not drive in ruts. 

Do not drive in [street] car tracks, 

especially on wet pavement.  Many 

accidents occur to motorists who 

havenôt been capable of relieving 

their car from the rails when suddenly 

and unexpectedly they were required 

to do so. 

Donôt strain your motor through lazi-

ness of shifting into a lower gear.  

Serious results occur from forcing the 

motor on steep grades and heavy 

pulls in the high gear.  By partially 

relieving the clutch pedal, thereby 

slipping the clutch, the motor can al-

ways gain momentum while doing 

heavy duty.

Frank Whitneyôs 1914 Overland Speedster 
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Editors Pick           by Bill Clark 

The Dodge A100 was a line of com-

pact cab forward trucks and vans built 

by Chrysler from 1964 to 1970 to 

compete with the Ford Econoline, 

Chevy Van and VW Bus.  Originally 

equipped with a slant six, in 1965 it 

was available with a 273 V8.  It also 

had a 5 year 50,000 mile warranty 

(two years better than my ó05 

Malibu).  In 67, a 318 was an option 

and safety features including a padded 

dash and dual brakes. 

Dodge engineers mounted a super-

charged 426 hemi in the body of an 

A100 and after a few years of wheel 

standing drag racing it went on the 

show circuit as the Little Red Wagon. 

Another modification of the A100 

was the Deora, a concept car designed 

by Harry Bentley Bradley.  AMT 

made a model of the concept car and 

led a naming contest won by a kid 

who picked Deora,  a corruption of 

Spanish ñde ora,ò meaning of gold.  

Bradley went on to be the first Hot-

wheels designer and the first 16 mod-

els released in 1967 included the 

Deora.

I 

thought it was an awesome restoration 

of a really cool truck and was proud 

to make it my pick of the show.
